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Margaret Mooney was a faithful champion of the re-
spect for all human life from the moment of concep-
tion to the moment of natural death.  Margaret was a 
founding member of the St. Gerard Guild whose pur-
pose was to educate people about abortion through 
billboards, literature, and audio visuals.  For many 
years she was the treasurer of the Guild, which was 
funded through style shows and luncheons in the 
1970’s and 80’s and 90’s. 
Margaret’s husband, Jack, was one of the founders of 
the Committee for the Preservation of Life in 1973, in 
response to the 1973 Supreme Court decision legaliz-
ing abortion.  Margaret also worked with this group 
which later became Right to Life of Indianapolis.  In 

1974, they held a Life Rally, which was attended by 4,000 people who proceeded 
to protest Roe v. Wade at the Federal Building.  Both Margaret and Jack were on 
the Right to Life of Indianapolis Board of Directors, for many years.  In the years 
before computers, Margaret handled thousands of reservations for the Right to Life 
dinners and the St. Gerard luncheons.  Margaret and Jack received the Pro-life 
Award from the Archdiocese of Indianapolis and the Charles E. Stimming Pro-life 
Award from Right to Life of Indianapolis in 1989.  For the last several years, in-
cluding 2006, Margaret continued to be active on the Celebrate Life Dinner, held 
each year by Right to Life of Indianapolis. 
We will greatly miss Margaret’s smile, kind personality and her tireless service to 
the community in fostering the protection of innocent human life. Because of Mar-
garet’s dedication to the pro-life mission, the Mooney family requested that memo-
rial contributions be made in Margaret’s name to Right to Life of Indianapolis.  
The organization is very grateful for this kindness. 

HONORING THE MEMORY OF  
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Dr. Keith March, who has a combined M.D. and Ph.D., is Indiana University School of Medicine’s Director of the 
Indiana Center for Vascular Biology and Medicine, and Professor of Medicine, Physiology, and Bio-Medical Engi-
neering. We will present his special expertise on adult stem cell research in two parts in our May and July newsletter. 
Look for the continuation of this recent interview in July.  
1. What kind of work have you done in the area of stem-cell research? How long have you been doing this re-
search? My lab has been focusing on the use of stem cells found in great abundance in fat tissue to treat blood vessel 
disease for more than 2 years.  
 2. What compelled you to become interested in this work? As a practicing cardiologist, my research interests have 
always focused on blood vessel diseases.  I wanted to find a way to use cells with regenerative capabilities that could 
be found in abundance and were autologous (taken from the patients’ own cells, thus posing no risk of rejection). 
More importantly, stem cells from adult tissue sources avoid the moral or ethical concerns with their use. 
 3. Do you find your fellow researchers receptive to pursuing other options of research besides embryonic 
stem-cell initiatives? My colleagues are actively pursuing stem cells from adult sources because of their track record 
of success. Adult stem cells derived from bone marrow and umbilical cord blood are currently being used to cure leu-
kemias and other blood disorders and certain forms of cancer. No therapies in humans have been successfully per-
formed using stem cells derived from embryos.

Local Adult Stem Cell Researcher Finding Success

4. What are the diseases that are most likely to be helped with adult stem-cell research and why? In addition to 
leukemias and anemias that are already being treated successfully with therapies using umbilical cord blood derived 
stem cells, our lab is currently conducting the only FDA approved clinical trial using a patient’s stem cells derived 
from bone marrow to treat peripheral vascular disease (PAD) which is a condition resulting from poor circulation in 
the legs that often results in amputation. After the initial safety phase 1, we will be able to expand in multiple direc-
tions where we can alter the route of delivery of the cells (intra-arterial injection) and hopefully make the cells work 
better with genetic engineering and using other stem cells sources such as adipose tissue (fat).  Our goal is to proceed 
with this therapy to help heal heart tissue that has been destroyed by disease or heart attack. Stroke, Parkinson’s dis-
ease, spinal cord injury, diabetes and cancer are other targets for treatment using adult stem cells. What we do know is 
that adult stem cells have the ability to home to a specific site within the body that is injured or diseased. These cells 
then act as recruiters and catalysts thus enhancing recovery of damaged cells. Intensive cell biology research is needed 
to learn about how and why this happens.
