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     Last year, TIME Magazine revealed chilling information about the 
gruesome procedures of forced abortions and sterilizations happening in 
China. Their informant was Chen Guangcheng, a man who had been de-
nied the opportunity to go to college because of his blindness, but had au-
dited law courses on his own and had his family read legal books to him. 
During the past year, Chen has become a voice for thousands of women 
and men.  
      He told the story of Li Juan, a woman who suffered a forced abortion 
at nine months gestation. Li was pinned down to a bed, while the doctors 
injected a needle into her womb, poisoning her unborn child. “At first, I 
could feel my child kicking a lot,” said Li. “Then, after awhile, I couldn’t 
feel her moving anymore.” Ten hours later, Li delivered her baby girl, 
dead. Just to make sure the child would not survive, the officials sub-
merged the little body in water for several minutes. All of this happened 
because her baby girl would have violated China’s one-child policy. Other 
stories included botched sterilizations which left victims almost unable to 
move, and family members who were beaten to death for trying to protect 
their loved ones. In the county of Linyi alone, at least 7,000 people were 
sterilized in a three-month time frame. 
     Since Chen’s activism began, he has been harassed, beaten, and put un-
der house arrest by Chinese authorities. TIME Magazine reported that 
Chen fled from house arrest in the night to meet up with TIME reporters, 
and was shoved into an unmarked car three hours after their interview. In 
August 2006, Chen was sentenced to four years and three months in jail on 
allegations that he tried to organize a mob to disturb traffic. He was not 
even allowed a legitimate defense lawyer. However, Chen knew the risk 
he was taking when he decided to defend these people.  
     “Someone has to fight for people with no voice,” Chen said. “I guess 
that person is me.” If a blind man without a legal degree can defend un-
born children, women and men in spite of imprisonment and torture, what 
can we do?                -information from TIME Magazine

THEY HEAR THE PARTIAL-BIRTH ABORTION 

BAN CASE ON NOVEMBER 8, 2006.  
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����� According to the BBC, in July 2005, a 23-year-old 
woman suffered a severe brain injury in a road accident and 
was diagnosed to be in a vegetative state. She was recently 
part of a ground-breaking study by a UK/Belgium team. 
Much to their surprise, doctors found that this outwardly 
unresponsive woman was able to understand them.   
     By scanning her brain, they found some shocking re-
sults. The researchers asked her to imagine simple tasks, 
such as walking around her home and playing tennis. They 
discovered that she not only understood them, but even 
imagined playing tennis.  
     Lead scientist Dr. Adrian Owen, a neuroscientist from 
the Medical Research Council's Cognition and Brain Sci-
ences Unit in Cambridge, said: "The tasks we chose are 
based on many years of brain imaging research that shows 
different areas of the brain are activated when we perform 
different kinds of tasks."  
     In comparing her brain to those of healthy patients who 
had been asked to carry out the same task, they discovered 
the patterns were "indistinguishable".  
     Dr. Owen said: "These are startling results….We see  

this as a proof of principle: we have found a way to show 
that a patient is aware when existing clinical methods have 
been unable to provide that information."  
     In the same journal, Lionel Naccache, of the Cognitive 
Neuro-imaging Unit in France, said, "Despite the woman's 
very poor behavioral status, the FMRI findings indicate the 
existence of a rich mental life." He said there was a strong 
case for assessing other patients using this scanning tech-
nique, but he added that it was important not to generalize 
from one patient.  
     This research sheds new light on the perception that 
people diagnosed to be “vegetative state” such as the late 
Terri Schiavo, are unable to understand their surroundings. 
Another woman who took part in the study, Kate Bain-
bridge, was initially diagnosed as being in a vegetative 
state. Now she has recovered and can communicate through 
a keyboard. To her, the study hit very close to home. "I can 
remember when I couldn't respond and it was so scary," 
said Kate, and she warned that doctors should never as-
sume that a patient is unaware.
