2012 HIGH SCHOOL ESSAY CONTEST RULES

1. Each essay may be typed or word-processed and should be double-spaced.

If handwritten, student must use pen on lined paper.

2. Each essay is to be from 300 to 600 words and must be an original composition.

3.   The theme for the essay is:
Grade 9 & 10 
Down Syndrome and Abortion
It is estimated that 90-93 per-cent of babies who are diagnosed with Down syndrome before they are born will be aborted. How does this affect the quality of life for the rest of us? What in our society and culture has caused this to happen?
Grades 11 & 12
What is the impact of the new healthcare law on life issues?
How do you think the new healthcare law is going to effect the elderly, the disabled and the pre-born? How do you think society should care for these groups of people? What do you think the future holds under the New health care law as it stands?
4.  JUDGING CRITERIA

    Judges will base their decision on the overall excellence of the student’s 

    presentation. The theme should be obvious and presented in a positive way and

    must show an understanding of the theme. Good English expression, sentence 

    structure, spelling and grammar are essential elements.

5. Each sponsoring organization will judge and choose one winning entry from all 

    of its 9th grade and 10th grade entrants, and one winning entry from all of its 
    11th grade and 12th grade entrants.
6. The winning entries must be submitted to and received by Right to Life of

Indianapolis by April 2, 2012.  Prize winners for each separate contest (9th & 10th   grades and 11th & 12th grades) will be determined and announced by 

May 1, 2011.  The sponsoring organization and the winning students will be notified.
7. PRIZES:

a. Every student who enters this contest will receive a “Precious Feet” pin.  Each sponsoring organization should notify us of the number of participants, so that we can provide the appropriate number of pins.

b. The top 5 winners will receive a complimentary ticket to attend the annual Right to Life of Indianapolis “Celebrate Life Banquet” to be held at the Indianapolis Convention Center in September 2012.  These students will be recognized at the banquet.

c. Cash prizes will be awarded to winners as follows:
